Working closely 
alongside our designer, I costumed a cast of 45 adults, and supported the costuming 
of approximately 150 children. As my Wardrobe Manager was extremely busy 
working on multiple other shows, it was my responsibility to schedule and carry out 
fittings, complete alterations and laundry duties, breakdown costumes, complete 
the shows ‘get-out’ and facilitate the hiring of costumes and their safe return. This 
job gave me the opportunity to challenge my knowledge of organising a wardrobe 
department and I gained many more valuable skills through completing this job.
